You must include specific information about at least two universal themes that appear in the (s) work (s), a little about the life of / the author (a), and describe the plot (plot) the story (this is basically a summary). If poem, instead of writing a resume, you should try to interpret it your way: what speaks / the author in the poem? What does the poem? The interpretation of the poems as summaries of stories / books should be clear. Remember that this task is to demonstrate your understanding of what you read - be specific / a in your descriptions.
